FINISH: Avoid coarse sand scratches outside the filler area during the initial cut, cheese 
greater is not recommended. Finish sand body filler with 80 grit. Sand bare metal and 
featheredge with 180 grit to remove 80 grit scratches. 
 

REMARKS 

 
Do not add more hardener than specified. Mix thoroughly.  
It must be isolated before applying finish coating. 
Polyester putties will not harden at temperatures under +5ºC.
